4. Commercial Automobile Liability Insurance. Grantee is required to
maintain insurance protecting it from claims for damages for bodily injury as well as
from claims for property damage resulting from the ownership, operation,
maintenance or use of all owned, hired, and non-owned autos which may arise from
operations under this grant. In the case that any work is subcontracted, Grantee will
require the subcontractor to maintain Commercial Automobile Liability insurance
that conforms to this section. Minimum insurance limits are as follows: « $2,000,000
— per occurrence Combined Single limit for Bodily Injury and Property Damage « In
addition, the following coverages should be included: Owned, Hired, and Non-owned
Automobile.

"Our business does not have 'Owned’' autos, we need a Certificate of Liability
Insurance (COI) for their commercial auto policy, that includes coverage for 'hired,
and non-owned autos which may arise from operations under the grant we are
applying for."”

PS: Could you please provide a separate quote for Excess Liability insurance policy
may be used to supplement Grantee’s policy limits to satisfy the full policy limits
required by grant please? I would rather over prepare than regret later should
something happen.
